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Results of the 3rd Pannonian Eagle Census

In January, 2020, the 17th National Eagle Census was organized by MME/Birdlife
Hungary in collaboration with National Park Directorates and other NGOs.
In order to illustrate the “Map of Eagles” wintering in the Carpathian Basin, several
nature conservation organizations and experts joined the event from the neighbouring
countries for the third time, all in the scope of the EU’s PannonEagle LIFE programme.

396 surveyors participated in the so called ,,eagle synch”, which is a synchronized count of
raptor birds. Following the success from the previous years, Slovakian, Czech, Austrian,
Serbian and Romanian colleagues had also joined the Hungarian field workers in order to
assess almost all wintering areas, and to know the numbers of wintering eagles in the region
as accurately as possible.

Hungarian Census

The Hungarian surveyors visited 2689 2,5x2,5 km UTM grids, which is 16806 km2, covering
18% of the country. The surveys focused on prime eagle habitats, so the majorty of the
Hungarian population could be counted. During the 2020 census, 805-859 White-tailed Eagles
and 390-403 Imperial Eagles were recorded in Hungary.

Although these numbers may seem high, the striclty protected eagles are still fairly rare. Even
on the most densly populated areas an average of only 4,68 White-tailed Eagles and 1,82
Imperial Eagles were recorded in every 100 km2.
To be able to imagine this magnitude — even on the best habitats one would have to cover an
area of 2900 football pitches to see one White-tailed Eagle, while this number goes up to 5985
football pitches in case of a single Imperial Eagle.

Beside the White-tailed and Imperial Eagles, the even more rare Golden Eagle (2) and Spotted
Eagle (4) have also been recorded. In addition, 13 000 individuals of seventeen other raptor
species were seen during the census:

Black kite (6)

Red kite (95),

Hen harrier (1166),

Marsh harrier (101),
Sparrowhawk (240),
Goshawk (90),

Common buzzard (8801),
Rough-legged buzzard (270),
Long-legged buzzard (17),
Common kestrel (1824),
Saker falcon (76),
Peregrine falcon (42),
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Merlin (59).

Besides diurnal raptors, some species of owls and raptorial songbirds were sighted as well:
Short-eared Owl (12), Little Owl (38), Raven (358) and Great Grey Shrike (255). Last but not
least, the enigmatic Great Bustard was also found in a few areas, altogether 642 individuals.

Census in the Carpathian-basin

Taking the numbers of all six participating countries into account, 1110 White-tailed Eagles
and 535 Imperial Eagles was seen.
